DANCE ELECTIVE: Students may choose between DAN 125 Jazz I, DAN 126 Jazz II, DAN 130 Tap I or DAN 146 Dance
for Musical Theatre. Students who are required to take either DAN 111 Introduction to Dance or DAN 117 Introduction to
Ballet may count these as a dance elective.
